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On December 12, at the headquarters of the Ministry of Communications, a meeting took place between 
young people belonging to entities in the sector and officials of the central organization.

Among the topics discussed were the implementation of the process of Computerization of society; the 
update on the service platforms ToDus, Picta and Apklis, as well as the e-commerce platforms 
Transfermovil and Enzona. The effects of the blockade on the Communications system and how progress 
has been made despite this unfair and genocidal policy.

In their speeches, young people and managers highlighted the need to continue strengthening projects with 
universities, as well as the role of young people in innovation.

The youngsters ratified their commitment to the work they do and highlighted the strategic role of the 
Communications sector in the country.
